	1. Assessing the hazards.

	1: The picture frame could fall over

	3.  Is the risk adequately controlled?

	1. The FaceSpaces have legs protruding from both front and back of the pictures to prevent them from toppling either forwards or backwards. To re-enforce this the legs are weighted at the back by either sandbags or water weights

2. The step has black and yellow tape marking the edges and has grit worked into the paint to prevent slipping.

3. The edges of the hole into which heads are placed have been filed down to eradicate any sharp edges and sealed with glue, paint and varnish for a very smooth finish. Warning signs depicted pictorially will be placed on the back of the portrait to discourage children in particular from this activity.

4. The FaceSpace  legs are the most likely trip hazards and they will have warning tape attached to them. 



	

	4. What further action is necessary to control the risk?
