
Risk Assessment Form
An assessment of risk is nothing more than a careful examination of what, in your work could cause harm to people, either yourself or others.  The important thing you need to decide is whether a hazard is significant, and whether you have it covered by satisfactory precautions so that the risk is small.

	We always work out into a large open space free of either too many people attempting to navigate past each other or of physical dangers such as bollards, bins or lampposts. 

We try not to work beside busy roads and if forced to do so temporarily, we would make sure non of our audience were close to the edge of the pavement. we would then move on swiftly.

We work as a pair so that if one person is talking another can support and check the activity in the responding area, particularly with reference to the groups highlighted before. But also in regards to any people or object that may not be noticed by one performer in regards to the restructed vision with our large stomachs.

We will make sure we aren't lowering the fishing rods to a horizontal position if we are in a crowded situation. The hook is very round and has no point but we would keep it reeled in tight to the rod when in a crowded situation.

For young children (below 10) we will make sure an adult is present to Ok any chocolate given out. We will also make sure older children are OK to eat chocolate before handing it to them.




4. What further action is necessary to control the risk?

	We could also think of working more intimately with smaller groups of passers-by, if the street becomes too busy for a few minutes with a lot of people weaving about. Again we would take extra care if our risk groups were involved.

The show has no large props outside of the costume except for small props such as an Easter basket with some chocolate eggs or a fishing rod, or watering can . It mainly relies on our verbal, clowning and characterisation skills to make the act work.


The act contains two performers who have worked outdoors in shows that deal directly with the public for 20 years.





The performance consists of two people performing outdoors as Gnomes. Lots of standing around looking ornamental but also chatting with people about all the hot gnome topics including all things green and garden based and the goings on at No.24. The idea is not to build a large crowd but to work to people in small groups or as they pass by. Some will stop and talk but most will laugh and keep moving.
