
Risk Assessment Form
An assessment of risk is nothing more than a careful examination of what, in your work could cause harm to people, either yourself or others.  The important thing you need to decide is whether a hazard is significant, and whether you have it covered by satisfactory precautions so that the risk is small.

1. Describe the performance.  Please describe how your walkabout works and what happens during the performance

2. List the Equipment. Please list all the equipment you use and list the training and experience you have to prove that you are qualified to operate it safely.  If listing any electrical equipment please confirm that it has an up to date safety certificate.

3.Assessing the hazards.

People could be hit accidentally by a bat.

	We always work out into a large open space free of either too many people attempting to navigate past each other or of physical dangers such as bollards, bins or lampposts. 

We never work right beside busy roads.

We never swing the bats unless there is a large space around us.

We dont let anyone else have the bats.

We work as a pair so that if one person is talking another can support and check the activity in the responding area, particularly with reference to the groups highlighted before.


4. What further action is necessary to control the risk?
What more could you reasonably do for those risks which were not adequately controlled? List the risks here that are not adequately controlled and the action you will take where it is reasonably practicable to do so.

	We could also think of working more intimately with smaller groups of passers-by, if the street becomes too busy for a few minutes with a lot of people weaving about. Again we would take extra care if our risk groups were involved.

Only one performer at a time would swing a bat thus ensuring that the second performer can also act as a steward.

The idea is not to build a large crowd but to work to people as they pass by. Some will stop and talk and take photos, but most will laugh and keep moving after exchanging a few words.
