Risk Assessment Form

An assessment of risk is nothing more than a careful examination of what, in your work could cause harm to people, either yourself or others. The important thing you need to decide is whether a hazard is significant, and whether you have it covered by satisfactory precautions so that the risk is small.

1. Assessing the hazards.

Look only for hazards which you could reasonably expect to result in significant harm under the conditions in which you work. List hazards here.

	1/We request bookers to provide performance areas where this situation does not arise.

2/When the machine is in motion it is controlled by one member of Fair Play being at the front making sure the way is clear, and the other behind (who has a fairly clear vision anyway) providing motion. The machine is moved slowly at all times.

3/ Fair play use their experience and judgement at all times to avoid congestion.

4/ The Goodometer is assembled beside the car, and stored as a complete unit. Organisers are requested to provide a suitable safe place for storage between performances.


4. What further action is necessary to control the risk?

What more could you reasonably do for those risks which were not adequately controlled? List the risks here that are not adequately controlled and the action you will take where it is reasonably practicable to do so.

	In all the above cases, the goodometer is very low risk, and no further action could reduce the risks identified.
