	1. Assessing the hazards.

1. We carry around and put up our portable hide. This is a concertinaed set of wooden frames that fold out and free stand due to two large supporting legs. The size of this object is 1.6x1x0.5 meters folded and 1.6x2.4x0.75 meters unfolded. This therefore could fall on someone or we could knock into someone whilst carrying it around. 

2. People could be distracted by our routines or plaques (small laminated signs we hang from objects such as lampposts) and walk into another person or an object such as a bin or lamppost in front of them.

	3.  Is the risk adequately controlled?



	1. We carry the hide one at the front and one at the back so that we can see anyone approaching or anyone that may come into contact and warn them or move away. We avoid heavily congested areas when carrying or allow them to clear sufficiently or be aware of us before moving through.

The hide is quite light as it is only a set of 4 wooden frames with cloth stretched over the top. To prevent it falling we have wooden legs which project at right angles to the frame and will always have one member of Fair Play standing on as extra insurance against the hide toppling over.

            We will not allow more than 4 members of public behind the hide at any one 

            time.

2. We always work out into a large open space free of either too many people attempting to navigate past each other or of physical dangers such as bollards, bins or lampposts. 

      We never work right beside busy roads. We work as a pair so that if 

      one person is talking another can support and check the activity in the

      responding area, particularly with reference to the groups highlighted 

            before.



	

	4. What further action is necessary to control the risk?

	1. We also need to make sure that there are not high winds that might make the hide difficult to manoeuvre or stand up safely.

2. We could also think of working more intimately with smaller groups of passers-by, if the street becomes too busy for a few minutes with a lot of people weaving about. Again we would take extra care if our risk groups were involved.
